Sai Baba points out that the
response was really good in
some schools like Sabdaria
Girls High School (Mehdipat-
nam) which has 1200 students
and the Errum Manzil Gov-
ernment High School. “It gives
us immense pleasure that now
many Government Schools
are making use of the equip-
ment we donated and also the
basic infrastructure like cre-
ating wvolleyball, basketball,
kho kho and kabaddi courts
too,” he says.
